Permits and Licenses

In order to hold certain special events (i.e. raffles, casino nights,
bingos, etc.) you may be required to obtain a permit or license.

To obtain a license, an application form must be filled out in the
municipality where you are holding the event. If you are planning this
type of event, don't forget to contact Northumberland United Way.
The license fee is 3% of the value of the prizes for the raffle.

It may take a few weeks to receive a license... so please plan EARLY!
If you are planning an event that requires a license, please contact the
Northumberland United Way as soon as possible.

Ontario Lottery and Gaming Corp. has rules and guidelines for raffles.
You must include the provincial lottery number that appears on the
raffle license on each ticket. Rules and regulations are provided by the
Municipality. Please keep in mind you cannot print or sell tickets until
a license has been issued. Allow lots of time for the application
process and enough time to sell your tickets.

Receipting Policy for Special Events

If your organization plans to hold a special event, please be aware
that Canada Customs and Revenue Agency has strict guidelines
regarding issuing official tax receipts. These guidelines state that if an
individual receives anything in return for a monetary contribution, an
income tax receipt cannot be generated. No tax receipts can be
issued in the case of raffles or draws.

If you are unsure about tax receipts for any of your events, please feel
free to contact the United Way office for clarification.
